    Mother’s Day

He asked her what was wrong and she replied, "I wanted to buy a red rose for my mother. But I only have seventy-five cents, and a rose costs two dollars."

A local greeting card company wanted to do something for the prison down the road.  Prior to Mother’s Day they contacted the prison to let them know they would be supplying them with as many greeting cards as they needed for all their inmates to send a card to their mothers on Mother’s Day.  The company sent a supply of cards a few weeks in advance.  The response was so overwhelming that the prison contacted the company to send additional cards.  Apparently nearly every man sent a card to his mother.  The greeting card company, based on the positive feedback, decided they would do the same for Father’s Day.  They sent a supply of cards to the prison a few weeks before Father’s Day.  Father’s Day passed and they got a shipment back from the prison.  The company called the prison to ask why they had sent back nearly the whole supply.  The reason?  Approximately 90% of the men in prison never had a man in their lives, no father, no teacher, no preacher, no friend, who made a positive difference in their lives.  
Thank God for masonry.  Thank God for all the positive male figures who have made a difference in our lives.  Thank God for our Brothers who have made the decision to make family a priority in their lives.  Thank God for our Brothers who faithfully and regularly our attend Scottish Rite meetings, and Blue Lodge meetings and display their faithful duty to freemasonry, their Brotherly Love and Friendship.
It was sad to hear about the shootings at Virginia Tech recently.  My heart goes out to all the victims and their families.  It was especially sad to learn about the troubled young man who was the gunman.  Everyone is now wondering why this young man slipped through the cracks of society and somehow escaped from the therapy he had been going through and reached the conclusion he had no where left to turn.

The DeMolay Ceremony of Light reads . . . Yet we live in troubled times, when the bulwarks of the bible, flag and schoolbooks are in danger of sinking into the waste of doubt and uncertainty; when the seven glorious precepts of filial love, respect for the religious beliefs for other, courtesy, comradeship, fidelity, cleanness and patriotism, may not be the most coveted standards upon which to base one's life; when trust and justice and brotherhood may not be considered the most virtuous of qualities.

If we can make this light shine upon another, if we can reach into the innermost depths of another human beings soul and set his flame afire, then therein lies the purpose of the Order of DeMolay and Freemasonry, and therein lies our purpose for living.
