RW JERALD K. LINGLE, SENIOR GRAND WARDEN
RWB Jerald K. (Jerry) Lingle was born in Illinois, on March 25, 1954, to Bernard and Alberta Lingle.  His father was a coal miner and was raised to the sublime Degree of a Master Mason in 1951 in the Grand Jurisdiction of Ancient and Free and Accepted Masons of Illinois.  

Jerry was the eighth son of Bernard and Alberta.  The Lingles were very poor, but very dedicated to the family unit, staying extremely close over the years.   His oldest brother volunteered to join the Army, the family unit suffered its first separation anxiety and in 1966, the entire family packed up and moved to Washington to reunite the family unit.  RWB Jerry attended North Thurston High School in Lacey, Washington, and then went on to attend Washington State University and St. Martin’s College.  During his school years, he worked in construction to help support his family.  

In 1978, Jerry finally asked the “question” of my father, Bernard and received a petition for the degrees of Masonry.  His dad’s only comment was “I was wondering when you were going to finally ask.”  Jerry took his Degrees, starting at Delta White Center, No. 172, and eventually affiliating with Mt. Moriah Lodge, No. 11 in Shelton.  Eventually he became a two-time Past Master of Union City Lodge, No. 27 and was appointed as the first District Deputy of the Grand Master in the newly-formed District 3 in 2006 and 2007.  After serving both years, he received additional appointments as a member of the Long Range Planning Committee, Grand Junior Deacon and then Grand Marshal.  

After retiring with nearly twenty five years of law enforcement duty in the Shelton area, Jerry thought that he would settle in and just simply attend Lodge.   His retirement lasted exactly eighteen hours before he accepted a position at a local Casino and was instrumental in the training of a sixty man security force, while maintaining a security business specializing in personal safety to high profile celebrities such as Brother B.B. King, Jay Leno, Charlie Daniels, and Ron White, to name a few.  

RWB Jerry always considered Masonry an energizing force in his life.  When he was down, when he was exhausted, when he was doubtful, he went to Lodge….and wham!  He was rejuvenated.   The brotherly love that is so constant in Lodges, kept him motivated.   RWB Jerry always believed that, “IT’S ALWAYS A GOOD DAY TO BE A MASON!”
Jerry was very honored and humbled to be elected as Junior Grand Warden at the Annual Communication of the Grand Lodge at the Great Wolf Lodge in Grand Mound in June 2010.  Jerry thought he could see the future of Masonry as bright and planned on assisting our Grand Masters and the Brethren in making this Fraternity grow into the 21st Century by being involved.  

His emphasis was always “Spread the Cement” and he hoped to continue with this as he progressed toward Grand Master.  RWB Jerry was adamant that the highest of titles, accolades and honors that can be given is being a Master Mason.  He believed that no matter what trails we would follow, no matter what the accomplishments, no matter what the trials, we were always Masons and we shall forever united in that common bond.
RWB Jerry passed from this life to the next world on August 19th, 2011 at his home in Shelton, with his Masonic journey incomplete and his life still full of promise for things that he cannot accomplish in this world.  At his funeral on August 28th, he was attended by no less than 1500 people from all walks of life, and over half of those in attendance were Masons, including brethren from the Grand Lodges of Oregon, British Columbia and the Yukon, and the Prince Hall Grand Lodge.  Your prayers are invited for RWB Jerry’s family, who are still mourning his passing.
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
